PROF/TRAC developed a common 
methodology for the mapping of skills 
and qualifications, based on the BUILD 
UP Skills experiences.

The 
seven partner countries have already 
mapped out the skills and qualifications 
to identify the market trends and training 
need in Europe. The skills mapping 
methodology will be offered to the 
training providers that join the scheme.

Train the Trainers Programme

PROF/TRAC developed a European 
Train-the-Trainers (TtT) Program to 
facilitate the efficient use, adaptation 
and implementation of the EU level 
training materials, existing training 
structures, and certification schemes into 
national CPD programmes. The ‘trained 
trainers’ will act as ambassadors for the 
developed nZEB qualification scheme 
and will take care of a further roll-out 
and implementation of the action on 
national scale, customized to national 
needs and context. The 1st(TtT)session 
was organised in Prague, February 2016, 
training 20+ professionals from the 7 
countries.
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
