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PROF/TRAC is a 3-year EU funded project with 15 partners
from eight countries, which started in March 2015.
PROF/TRAC targets technical experts, architects, engineers
and building managers involved in nZEB design, construction
and management by developing a European training and
qualification scheme as part of a life-long learning process
for continuous development and up-skilling of professionals.
